ER WITH ITALIAN EASTER PIE

In Italian traditions, Easter marks the end of Lent with indul-
gent dishes like the Italian Easter Pie, or pizza rustica. This
savory pie, like a deep-dish quiche, combines cured meats and
cheeses wrapped in a buttery crust -- a true festive treat.

One of the joys of pizza rustica is its versatility. Traditionally
made with prosciutto, mortadella and pancetta, you can create
a more frugal version by swapping expensive deli meats for
budget-friendly options like ham, salami, sausage and pepper-
oni.

This dish is a labor of love, but you can simplify it by omitting
some extras. Start with a crust of flour, butter and egg, then
fill it with ricotta, cured meats, spinach and cheese. As it
bakes, the savory aromas will fill your kitchen.

ITALIAN EASTER PIE
Yield: 6-8 servings
Total Time: 4 hours
For the crust:
3 cups all-purpose flour
2 teaspoons kosher salt
1 teaspoon granulated sugar
12 tablespoons (11/2 sticks) cold butter, cubed
1 large egg
7 tablespoons ice water
For the filling:
1/2 pound (8 ounces) sweet Italian sausage, casings removed
1 (15-ounce) container whole-milk ricotta cheese
4 large eggs, divided
1/8 teaspoon freshly-ground black pepper
1/2 pound (8 ounces) low-moisture mozzarella cheese, cubed
1/2 pound (8 ounces) ham, diced
1/8 pound (2 ounces) pepperoni
1/8 pound (2 ounces) salami
[ cup (about 7 ounces) roasted red bell peppers

1 (16 ounce) bag frozen chopped spinach, thawed and squeezed :

dry
I cup grated Parmesan and/or Romano cheese
To make the crust:

In a food processor fitted with the blade attachment, combine
flour, salt and sugar. Add butter and pulse until it looks like
coarse sand. Add the egg, pulsing and adding water, 1 table-
spoon at a time, until a shaggy dough forms. Place the loose
dough on a large piece of plastic wrap and bring the dough
together (squish it!). Divide the dough into two pieces: two-
thirds for the bottom crust and one-third for the top crust.
Wrap and refrigerate for a minimum of 30 minutes. You can
make the crusts up to a day in advance.

Prepare the Filling and Assemble the Pie
Preheat oven to 350 F. Roll out the dough for the bottom
crust and fit into a 9-inch springform pan, then chill while
you prepare the filling.

Brown the Italian sausage in a large skillet over medium-
high heat, breaking it into crumbles until fully cooked and
browned, about 5-7 minutes. Set aside to cool.

Meanwhile, whisk ricotta, 3 eggs and black pepper in a
large mixing bowl. Add mozzarella, ham, pepperoni and
salami, stirring to combine. Place the ricotta mixture in the
prepared bottom crust. Top the ricotta with the Italian sau-
sage. Measure 1 cup of roasted red peppers, drain and pat
dry with paper towels; layer over the sausage, top that with
spinach and sprinkle the Parmesan evenly over the spinach.

Roll out the remaining dough, place over filling, seal and
cut to vent. Brush with remaining beaten egg.

Bake until golden, about 1 hour. Let cool for 1 hour then
remove the outer part of the springform pan. Now you can
refrigerate and serve it cold or let it cool and serve at room
temperature.

A NEW INTERNET SCAM

I'd thought I could identify an internet scam when it showed
up, but there's a new one out now. It's slick and potentially
dangerous if you fall for it.

It's called the CAPTCHA scam. CAPTCHA stands for
"completely automated public turing test to tell computers
and humans apart." They are those annoying interruptions
when you're trying to access a webpage. You typically have
to click a box to prove you're not a robot. Then you have to
type in the skewed letters on the screen and click all the parts
of the streetlight, or car or bus or whatever the image is. All
this before it allows you to go to the page you're trying to see.

The newest scam is that these CAPTCHAs are spreading
malware in your computer with every step.

This is a sneaky scam because we've been lulled into compla-
cency about those CAPTCHA wverification tests, and we
might tend to just click on it to get through it. Things are dif-
ferent now. If you come across a CAPTCHA, check the ad-
dress of the webpage by looking for "https" to be sure that
little "'s" is present.

Here's how the scams work:

You might be instructed to download a file or to press certain

keys.

Or, after completing the first step, you might end up on a

fake webpage that looks a lot like the one you were trying to

get to.

Once you get through the steps, malware is installed on your

computer without you knowing, and its job is to hunt for per-

sonal information on your machine.

If you suddenly get a CAPTCHA popping up when you don't

expect it, back out of the page. Don't go there.

Even if you're sure you're safe, don't download anything that

a CAPTCHA steers you to.

And as always, keep good virus protection on your computer.

BEING INSISTENT ABOUT A SCAN SAVES THE LIFE OF A CANCER PATIENT

DEAR DR. ROACH: About 12 years ago, I had a scan done to look for the cause of a problem that I was
having for many months: pain in my abdomen and vomiting. (It turned out to be Barrett's esophagus, which
was found with a scope.) Fortunately for me, I read the report from the scan. The report said there was a
spot on my kidney that ought to be checked in a year. | was very busy at the time, and my doctor retired, so
I had to find another one. Five years went by, and one day during a routine visit with my doctor, I remem-
bered the report and asked my new doctor for another scan. She said she couldn't order a scan without a reason. I then told her
about the report from five years ago, but she did a cursory look at my papers and said she could not find it. I asked her to keep
looking. She looked again, found it, then ordered a scan. This move saved my life. The scan showed something larger than
before. I went to Johns Hopkins Hospital and met a very good doctor who told me there was an 80% chance that I had cancer,
and we should forgo a biopsy and remove it. He did this, and the cancer was fully contained. I didn't have to do chemothera-
py. It has now been five years with yearly scans and no problems in my kidney. Please encourage people to read their reports.
- F.B. ANSWER: Although doctors should read these carefully and act on them appropriately, important findings can be
overlooked sometimes. You are absolutely right that you are your own best health advocate, and you did the right thing by
bringing the finding up to your new doctor.

DEAR DR. ROACH: 1 am a 79-year-old woman who received the original Zostavax vaccine around 2010. Then, when the
newer, improved Shingrix vaccine became available, I was given the two-shot series in 2019. Feeling quite confident that I
was well-protected, [ was shocked when I was diagnosed with a very painful case of shingles in September 2021, followed by
post-herpetic neuralgia that lasted for six months. I have heard that shingles can recur, sometimes more than once. My ques-
tion is, should I get Zostavax again in the hope that it will maybe protect me this time around? -- B.K.

ANSWER: You did everything right to prevent shingles but still got the infection and its complication, which doesn't seem
fair. Fortunately, this is a rare situation. Recurrent shingles happens more commonly in people with immune deficiency, wom-
en, and older adults. Anyone at risk for HIV should consider getting an HIV test if they get shingles or recurrent shingles.
The live Zostavax vaccine is no longer available in the United States, even though it is available in many other countries. Still,
I don't recommend it as the protection from the vaccine is not long-lived. There are no strong data in getting another dose (or
more) of the Shingrix vaccine in your situation, but you could discuss it with your doctor. Another option is having an availa-
ble supply of antiviral medicine such as valacyclovir (Valtrex) to use as soon as another recurrence happens.
