* On Sept. 13, 1926, the Post Office Department 
sent a memo to its 25,000 railway mail clerks 

containing an order to shoot to kill any bandits 
attempting to rob the mail, following an 
ever-increasing number of thefts. They also 
issued a statement saying that if the rob-
beries continued, the Marines would be 

again called in to protect the mail. 

* On Sept. 12, 1977, Steve Biko, a strong anti-apartheid ac-
tivist and founder of the Black Consciousness Movement in 
South Africa, was killed in an African prison while in police 
custody. Two decades later, five former police officers con-
fessed to the murder and applied to the Truth and 
Reconciliation Commission for amnesty, but their 
request was denied in 1999. 

* On Sept. 15, 1830, William Huskisson, a Brit-
ish statesman, financier and member of Parlia-
ment, was run over and fatally injured by Rob-
ert Stephenson's pioneering locomotive Rock-
et. Though he's commonly known as the 
world's first widely reported railway passenger casu-
alty, the actual first such death had occurred nine 
years earlier. 

* On Sept. 14, 1741, George Frideric Handel completed his 
oratorio "Messiah," which was originally an Easter offering. 
Mesmerizing audiences ever since its first performance in 
Dublin, Ireland's Musick Hall the following April, it remains 
a beloved feature of the Christmas season more than two 
centuries later.
